Michiana
Michiana is made up of seven counties, including St. Joseph, Marshall, Elkhart,  
La Porte and Starke in Indiana, and Berrien and Cass in Michigan, with a population 
of more than 815,000 people. In the center is South Bend, the fourth largest city  
in Indiana.

St. Joseph and Marshall counties, which encompass our three hospital campuses,  
possess diversity, a strong economy and a family-friendly environment with plenty  
to see and do. 

Seated on the “south bend” of the St. Joseph River in St. Joseph County, South Bend 
is a college town known for the legendary University of Notre Dame. The region also 
boasts a variety of other colleges and universities for those interested in furthering 
their education.

The close proximity to Chicago is another benefit of living in Northern Indiana. 
Getting there is easy thanks to the South Shore Line, a train that makes daily runs  
to the big city for less than the cost of parking. 

The shores of Lake Michigan, just a short drive away, offer plenty of recreational 
opportunities. Michiana’s unique climate offers a wide variety of activities – from 
boating and swimming in the summer to skiing and snowmobiling in the winter.

Indiana is one of the five most physician-
friendly states in the country, according 
to an analysis by Physicians Practice, 
America’s Leading Practice Management 
Journal.

Compared to the majority of the country, 
Indiana has a more agreeable malpractice 
climate, higher reimbursement and lower 
cost-of-living – 12th lowest in the nation.

The study also found that for every 
100,000 residents, Indiana has a rela-
tively low density of physicians, between 
180 and 200.

Physicians Practice purposely disregarded 
the typical “lifestyle” factors such as 
crime statistics, school performance,  
museums or number of five-star restaurants 
during this analysis. Instead, the focus 
was to find the best places for doctors  
to work, taking into consideration  
physician-specific business factors.
